These guidelines can help you plan out
your annual vaccination schedule for your horses.

WHAT IS THE HORSE'S AGE?

All horses younger than 12 months of age |
require the below primary courses

The below are life-time booster recommendations. If primary courses have not already been given
then first administer a primary course as for horses younger than 12 months

¢ - NOTE: In the event that you are unsure of your horse’s vaccination status, consult your vet about undertaking a Vaccination Priming Regimen.
*Priming protocol is one dose at eight, nine and ten months of pregnancy. **Foals born to mares vaccinated with Equivac HeV should commence vaccination at 6 months of age.Zoetis
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
